Glendale Neighborhood
Assn. Awarded

The newly formed Madison Neighborhoods, Inc.
presented the first annual Neighborhood of the
Year Award to the Glendale Neighborhood
Association for its work in producing a history
booklet called Glendale: A Neighborhood, A
School and their Park. Mary Bean project
manager and contributing editor and about a dozen
other area residents were involved in the research
for the booklet.

The booklet honors the 40th anniversary of the
GNA and its involvement over the years with
Glendale Elementary School and the Edna Taylor
Conservation Park. Free copies of the 50 page
booklet are available at the Pinney Branch Library
or the Dean House. Reference copies are also
available at the Monona Public Library and other
Madison Libraries.
